Senior Board Presentation Guidelines
This presentation is the end of the Culminating Project at Curtis High School. You will present first in March as a practice, and then again in April for the real thing. The presentation must be 8-10 minutes long, and consist of the criteria listed below in any order you wish to present them.

PRESENTATION OUTLINE ~ EXAMPLE

	INTRODUCTION ~ 2 minutes

	( Introduce yourself

( Give some personal background (Information from your personal statement, so graders can have a sense of who you are)

( What you’re going to tell the board (Plans after high school, Senior Project, and the interesting ‘hook’)

	BODY ~ 7 minutes

	PART I ~ High School and Beyond ~ 2 minutes

	( Portfolio and how you’ve grown as a learner ~ your strengths, interests and why

( Your most valuable learning experiences at CHS, and how they helped you grow

( The most important challenge you faced and how you overcame it

( Your high school and beyond plan (what you plan to do in the first four years after high school, how you’ve prepared for it, and what you still need to do to make it happen)

	PART II ~ Senior Project ~ 5 minutes

	( Tell your essential question and why you are interested in the topic

( Describe your research, define your sources, and answer some of your Reflective Narrative questions

( What you learned that was valuable from the process of completing the Senior Project

	CONCLUSION ~ 1 minute

	( Make a personal statement, giving the board a better sense of who you are as a learner, student, and person


MUST HAVE

	VISUAL AID

	( Must be large enough to be seen

( It must be clean, clear, and easy to read and follow

( It must also relate to your presentation

	OTHER

	( You MUST have your portfolio completed and bring it with you

( You must be dressed nicely and professionally

( You must speak clearly so that everyone can understand you and maintain good eye contact with your audience

( BE PREPARED

( Show up on time to your scheduled site, on your scheduled date


· You may have these in any order in your presentation

· You’re welcome to add other information, but please keep in mind that the presentation MUST be less then 10 minutes long. 

· You will be stopped at 10 minutes whether or not you have finished your presentation. 

· Anything that is not presented in the 10 minutes will be marked down, and you will not get credit for the missing information. 

· Be prepared to answer questions about your presentation for 2-3 minutes after you have presented
